Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions: (Rule 24-1 applies).
Staked Trees: If a staked tree interferes with a player’s stance or the
area of intended swing, the player MUST take relief as provided in Rule
24-2b(i). The stakes and guards are immovable obstructions.
Fixed sprinkler heads are immovable obstructions and relief from
interference by them may be obtained under Rule 24-2. In addition,
if such an obstruction on or within two club-lengths of the putting
green of the hole being played intervenes on the line of play between
the ball and the hole, the player may obtain relief, without penalty,
as follows:
If the ball lies off the putting green but not in a hazard and is within
two club lengths of the intervening obstruction, it may be lifted,
cleaned and dropped at the nearest point to where the ball lay wh
a) is not nearer the hole; b) avoids such intervention, and; c)is not
in a hazard or on the putting green.
Immovable Obstructions include: All paths and gravel roads,
watering equipment, hazard pegs, distance markers.
Water Hazards: as defined by YELLOW stakes. Lateral Hazards
as defined by RED stakes. (Rule 26-1 applies)
Penalty for breach of local rule: Match Play — Loss of hole, Stroke
Play — 2 Strokes
GOLF CARTS: CARTS ARE TO BE KEPT ON THE FAIRWAYS
AND OUT OF THE ROUGH. CARTS MUST BE KEPT
TO A MINIMUM OF 10 METRES FROM GREENS, TEES AND
BUNKERS UNLESS ON A PATH.
